· PRESIDENT’S REPORT
· Membership stood at 421

· Membership reach now spans 94 suburbs

· New WBA team

· Throughout the year, WBA has delivered 79 events, 2500 event registrations, 500 unique registrations. 

· Community in the Spotlight initiative launched Aug 2022, donations of $3,000 to good causes throughout the year, chosen by our Business in the Spotlight each month. We have presented these great organisations with networking, exposure and learning opportunities and helped them bridge the gap with local businesses.  Although funding has now ceased, we will continue to provide these opportunities for the foreseeable future.
· Business Advisory Program - 9 heavily subsidised Business Advisory Programs running over the next few months covering wide variety of topics. These highly interactive Programs of help and support for WBA Members by WBA Members will provide coaching, training, education and more and aims to help connect businesses with others facing similar challenges so they can learn from and mentor each other.  
· WBA 25th anniversary coming up next year, full of exciting new events to highlight and celebrate this amazing achievement.

· Major events of past year. 

· City of Wanneroo Business Awards 2022 - there were 104 entries from 42 unique businesses with the judges blown away by the caliber of those contesting in each category.
· City of Wanneroo Welcome event - WBA have recently collaborated with the City of Wanneroo to launch the New Business Welcome Event.  This jointly hosted quarterly event is intended to welcome newly formed businesses in the City of Wanneroo to highlight the benefits of working in our great City.

· Business Expo - due to the COVID-19 restrictions in early 2022 we hosted 2 Wanneroo Business Exhibitions during the year with a total of 88 Exhibitors, 820 visitors and the trial of our on-site Advisory Booths.
· Quarterly Business Breakfasts - this year we launched our “Table Top Displays” initiative to allow our members to exhibit at these fantastic events and showcase their amazing businesses.  
· TREASURER’S REPORT & PRESENTATION OF ACCOUNTS

· Primary variances between budget ($12,646) and actual ($37,257) net profit comprise long service leave and annual leave payouts for previous WBA staff members, recruitment costs for new staff members, additional costs associated with delivering the Business Awards due to hiring an events planner to provide support during new staff transition period and reduction in overall sponsorship payments.

· Retaining members this year has been a challenge with COVID conditions and increased inflationary pressures impacting all businesses. This has resulted in membership subscriptions being $11.6k under budget for the FY. 

· Investment into the Community in the Spotlight program delivered $3,000 in donations to Community organisations.

· Changes to sponsorship packages aim to provide more opportunities for members to be involved in events and increase overall revenue.

· Investment into new methods of member recruitment and ways to continue delivering membership value and strong engagement aims to drive continued increase and retention in member base.

· The Business Advisory Program launching this year includes significant investment from WBA but aims to drive engagement in events and deliver strong value to participants (members of WBA).

· A huge thank you to our members for the ongoing support, with more than 2,500 registrations received for WBA events.​
